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Page one must be comprised of text only.  Page two may be comprised of text, figures, and tables.  Please note that all line drawings, figures, and tables must be electronically inserted into the paper, as shown in Fig. 1.  Be sure to include figure labels and scale markers.  Color figures may be used this year, and will be reproduced as such in the electronic proceedings distributed on CD-ROM; however, in the optional hard copy, these figures will be reproduced as grayscale images. 

References may be included on page one or two, with the appropriate reference styles for M&M proceedings papers [1], journal articles [2], and books [3].  Acknowledgments are traditionally included in the last reference, which is cited at the end of the last sentence of the text of the paper [4].
